INTERVIEW

ART IN ARCHITECTURE

Odile Decq, a renowned French architect gets candid about what drives her to design and

discover the best in architecture for a better life.

Architecture is among the finest
expressions of art and culture of a society.
As renowned French architect Odile Decq,
takes onherrecent appointment as the Chair
of the Grand Jury of the RIBA International
Awards 2020, the prestigious awards for
architecture outside of the UK, she gets
candid about what drives her to design
and “discover the best in architecture for a
better life.” Considered a sort of rock star in
the field of architecture, the dynamic lady
who is mostly seen decked in black with
heavily kohl-rimmed eyes, Decq is among
the most sought after architects in the
world. Here’s an excerpt from the interview.

TEXT BY ISHITA GOEL

» Tell us how your journey started with
architecture?

| was very passionate about art at school and
that is where | discovered architecture. It was
unusual for women to study architecture at
the time, so | started with the History of Art.
Eventually, | met many architecture students
who inspired me with their passion, and |
decided to switch to architecture.

» What has been your best work so far?
And why?

| am proud of all my completed projects -
my work with museums, offices, residential
spaces and even smaller projects - but |
am proudest of the next project. For me,
it is most interesting to feel excited and
motivated for what | will be creating next.

» You have recently been appointed Chair
of the Grand Jury of the RIBA International
Awards 2020, the prestigious awards for
architecture outside of the UK. What will
this entail?

It is a great honour to be Chair of the Grand
Jury, not least because | am following the
footsteps of architects that | have huge
respect for. To choose the best building
in the world is clearly a very difficult thing

to do. It depends on what the building is
trying to do. I am really searching for what
is the new way of thinking, rather than
repeating something from the past. It is
about the intention of the building, not
just how it looks from the street. Being the
Grand Jury is a huge privilege and a long
process.

You have stated that you are looking
to “discover the best architecture for a
better life” during the process. What will
you be looking out for?

Forme, a building is designed for the people
who use it, so that it truly enables them to
have a better life. When | design a museum,
| hope that the building allows the visitors
and staff to forget any difficulties in their
life, and feel more positive. Similarly, | want
people to have a nice and comfortable life
in the apartment that | design, such as my
new tower in Barcelona. For this, | have
designed every small detail, down to each
chair used, to create the emotional effect
that | desire, a global design as | call it. ®

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ESCAPE

[ Surrounded by snow-capped
mountains that offer ample
opportunities for skiing, and kissed
by azure waters of the sea, Antalya
is not only a nature lovers delight but
also invites history enthusiasts for its
archaeological ruins and remnants of
rich history. The city that was once the
cradle of the mighty Ottoman empire
has been bestowed with a rich legacy,
with ancient architecture and artworks
adorning almost every corner. For me,
it was love at first sight! The explorer
in me was rearing to go and discover
the wonders of Antalya, and so at the
crack of dawn, | made my way to Lara
beach, which is one of the main sandy
stretches along the coastline. With
the sun smiling benignly, | enjoyed a
cool dip in the sea, and let the peace
and serenity wipe away the strands of
stress from my head. Another amazing
stopover on the beach was the Lower
Duden Waterfall that plummets into
the sea.

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From the sea and the surrounding
areas, spectacular views of the falls
can be availed. Rejuvenated, | headed
back to my resort for a bite. For
breakfast, | ordered a typical Turkish
fare: sucuk (a spicy Turkish food that
is eaten with eggs), podaca (bread),
borek (baked and filled pastry), cheese,
butter, tomatoes and olives. The meal
was not only satiating but every bite
left me wanting more. Next on my list
was Kaleici, the old town of Antalya.
It is bordered by ancient walls and
crisscrossed by narrow, winding streets
lined with wooden houses. Legend has
it that when Roman emperor Hadrian
visited Antalya in 130 AD, a huge
gate with three arches and Corinthian
columns was built to honour him, and
indeed the gate is a glorious sight.
Strolling down the streets, | could feel
the vintage aura of the city sneaking up
on me and dousing me with its charm.
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ESCAPE

After grabbing a quick lunch at one
of the quaint cafes on the sidewalk, |
made my way to Aspendos, about 40
km from Antalya. My first stop here
was an incredible theatre that is among
the best-preserved structures in the
world. Dating back to 160-180 AD, this
monument is an awe-inspiring sight. Even
more captivating were flat rows that once
seated up to 8,000 people, who came
here to watch entrancing performances.
Other interesting stopovers are the ruins
of a basilica, one of the largest aqueducts
and an angora. In the evening, | decided
to explore the beautiful countryside
surrounding the city. This time, the star
attraction for me was the ruins of Perge,
which was the capital of the Asia Minor
region of Pamphylia Secunda. Anincredible
specimen of Roman architecture, the ruins
reflect vestiges of the past glory and
opulence of the region.

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| decided to tackle the Koprulu
Canyon National Park that is noted for
its white water rafting opportunities. As
we powered down the gushing Kopru
river, its picturesque surroundings, pine
cedar and cypress trees left me in awe
of the beauty of the landscape. Our
guide told us to keep our eyes peeled for
sightings of foxes, bears and wolves. As
the sun rose higher, we decided to pitch
tent in the campground by the river and
enjoy a quiet meal. On the way back, our
guide led us to serene waterfalls that
made for great photogenic backdrops.
On reaching my resort, a few hours later,
| decided to round off my last evening
in Antalya at one of the most popular
spots in the city - Old Harbour. It is
said that the city of Antalya developed
around this old dock, which is lined with
boats and yachts. | had my dinner at a
restaurant overlooking the beautiful
dock, which was glittering with lights. As
| spent my last night in the Turkish city
I knew that the experience would last a
lifetime. ®

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Over the decades, we have seen Kathmandu
metamorphose from a small royal town in the
Himalayas to a colourful and clamorous capital of a
thriving democracy. Each of our holidays have had
a touch of both the familiar and the exotic because
the capital of Nepal keeps reinventing itself. Despite
its rather amorphous growth, Kathmandu retains
its intrinsic charm — the drop-dead gorgeous
views of the Himalayas; a live-and-let-live attitude
that comes from a mix of cultures, customs and
traditions; the red brick and intricately carved wood
architecture that the area has been synonymous
with; a living indigenous Newari culture that goes
back over 2,000 years and is a melting pot of
Tibetan, Indian and other influences; and a whole
lot more. Indeed, there is something mystical about
Nepal. Little wonder then that Kathmandu, located
at 1,400m in a bowl-shaped valley, has a palpable
feel of other-worldliness as well.
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WHERE TO STAY
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Start early, and scale the 400 steps to
Swayambhunath Stupa. Wreathed in the
fragrance of incense and butter lamps, it
is essentially a golden spire, painted on
all four sides, atop a pure white stupa.
Swayambhunath rises on a hill, 3 km west of
Kathmandu, and lassoes commanding views
of the valley. Take your time soaking up
the sights, then make your way back to the
city. Head to the lively and colourful Thamel
neighbourhood — a maze of streets where
backpackers, trekkers and tourists hang out
in various eateries, stores selling trekking and
rafting gear and tourist kitsch, eateries and
travel agencies that organise trips to Mount
Everest and elsewhere. Offering a slice of the
cosmopolitan side of the city, this is a perfect
place to grab a bite, shop, or just watch the
world pass by.
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Wind your way southward to Durbar Square,
a marvellous clutch of pagoda-roofed historic
structures, palaces of the Malla and Shah
kings, royal monuments and interlinked
courtyards — in short, the UNESCO-listed
soul of Kathmandu. Here, vegetable vendors
and strawberry sellers make for a multi-
hued canvas, as tourists and locals sit on
the steps of the carved monuments adorned
with 15th-century wooden latticework. For
lunch, make your way to one of the cafés in
the Square for a hearty meal from a choice
of cuisines. Resume the exploration with
Kumari Bahal. At the junction of Durbar
and Basantpur Squares, it houses a trio of
three beautifully carved windows embedded
in its three-story red brick facade. Exit the
Square via Freak Street (name courtesy of
its hippy-era patrons) — a small alley located
to the south. The apple pie, chai stalls and
the legendary Snowman café here are part
of the Himalayan tourist trail.

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Drive to Bodhnath on the eastern outskirts
of the city. The ancient white-washed stupa,
with huge unsettling eyes painted on its
sides, is the largest in the valley, and makes
for a memorable visit. Having absorbed the
sights and sounds of the city all day long,
take some time to rest before dusk falls
Once the sun begins to set, visit Dilli Bazaar.
No trip to Kathmandu is complete without
at least one meal at Bhojan Griha here. The
restaurant serves traditional Newari dishes in
a 150-year-old mansion which was once the
home of a royal priest. Painstakingly restored
over a period of six years, the four-storey
building takes you back in time to the era of
the Rana kings. Once past the carved doors,
diners are greeted by staff in local attire and
seating is on colourful floor cushions that
are essentially legless chairs with a back rest.
Dinner is served in gleaming brass ware and
the ingredients are organic. There is also some
entertainment thrown in for good measure
and the whole experience is a leisurely dip
into a living culture.
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DAY 2
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Use the first half to partake in the glorious views of
Mount Everest, the world's highest mountain. The
best way to go about is to embark on an Everest
experience flight. A small propeller plane skims the
high peaks, which the pilot identifies as they unravel
on the horizon. The flight and scenes are weather
dependent, though, so opt for the earliest flight of
the day as it is less likely to get cancelled. Several
airlines offer these flights.

Later, don't forget to relish a picnic breakfast in
Swapna Bagicha or the Garden of Dreams outside the
palace of Field Marshal Kaiser Shamsher. Dwarika’s
Hotel runs the charming Kaiser Café in the garden
which is ideal for a lazy morning with a coffee
and a book. Go on to check out some of the city’s
palace museums that are full of cultural relics and
offer a great peek into the history and traditions of
the country and its people. Terrace café or joints
with an outdoor courtyard are also great to spend
a day in the city.

WHAT TO SHOP

The area is strewn with
fascinating local goodies
to take home. Thamel
and other touristy areas
are crammed with shops
selling thangkas (paintings
on silk or cotton), singing
bowls, pashmina shawls,
handcrafted khukris or
knives, prayer wheels,
masks, puppets, wooden
sculptures, silver and gold
jewellery and more.
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EXPLORE

Drive to Patan, across the Bagmati river, as well
as Bhaktapur via verdant paddy fields. Both can
be covered in half a day. Like Kathmandu, these
erstwhile city-states have their own splendid
collection of monuments and structures. The
Durbar Squares in all the three regions were,
in fact, all built around the same period during
the 13th century. The Squares are projections of
the three Malla dynasty princes, who split their
father's kingdom into equal parts, with Kathmandu,
Patan and Bhaktapur as their separate capitals.
Patan’s Durbar Square is easily one of the finest:
an amazing assortment of palaces and structures,
including the Royal Palace. Patan is also studded
with a potpourri of charming shops and restaurants
that cater to expatriates and tourists. Also check
out the Patan Museum. Bhaktapur’s narrow streets
are worth an aimless stroll too. Do drop by the
city's Durbar square as well, where structures
soar as though to compete with the surrounding
mountains. Local life ambles along, with artisans
working on cloth or carving timber in open leafy
courtyards peppered with shrines and statues
all over.

It may be famous as the ‘Pink City’,
but in reality, Jaipur is a stunning
mishmash of psychedelic colours,
bursting from its various scenes and
sights.

Steeped in history, customs, and
home to Indian royalty since it was
founded in 1727, Jaipur drips with
tradition and all things regal. The
extravagant palaces and forts that dot
the city are the first reminders of this
lineage. They might not have enjoyed
the grandiose they did in the era of
the Maharajas and Maharanis, but,
still carries remnants of what was, the
stately edifices do tell their own tales
of the power and wealth they’'ve been
witness to.

The rich heritage also means the
cultural calendar of the city is chock-a-
block with events, fests, fairs and melas.
From the folklore-ish elephant and kite
festivals to the intellectual literature
and the international film festivals,
they cut across genres and cater to all
kinds of attendees, revealing different
facets of the land.

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And even when nothing is going
on, Jaipur is still a beautiful chaos
of views, hues and sounds. Don’t be
surprised if you spot a bedecked
camel casually roaming the streets,
or ordinary houses boasting intricate,

regal murals, or embellished
carts carrying  vibrantly-clothed
passengers — all alongside the

contemporary urbanisation of the
city, with imposing skyscrapers,
swanky cars and the like thrown in for
good measure. That's the capital of
Rajasthan for youl!

This  splash  of colour and
idiosyncratic display of art and
craft, however, is most prominent
in the local markets of Jaipur. From
a boulevard of stalls outside the
imposing monuments to congested
bazaars in the Dbylanes and
workshop-cum-studios in the centre
of the city, Jaipur is packed to the
rafters with options where you'll find
indigenous goodies — handicrafts,
textiles, trinkets et al — in all their
glory.  Women clad in traditional
ghagras (long, flowy skirts) will offer
tempting glass bangles to you or
men with twirled up moustaches and
colourful turbans will smooth-talk
you into picking up their bric-a-brac
— leaving you fascinated and lost
at the same time. From elite, high-
browed shoppers to backpacking
tourists wanting to take a slice of the
city back with them, these markets
cater to all and sundry. We weed
the lot on offer for you to pick out
the five best marketplaces that you
must absolutely swing by when in
Jaipur. No visit to this part of India is
quite complete without an odyssey to
these quarters!
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DISCOVER
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NEHRUBAZAAR

A typical Rajasthani market, this one is the shoe
hub of Jaipur, buzzing with tourists and locals
alike. Home to innumerable shops selling the
traditional Rajasthani footwear called jootis, the
market is a must-visit for everyone, whether for
the love of shoes or just the enchanting artistry.
The shoes come in all kinds of delicate, elaborate
embroideries. Available in leather, suede and
other materials, they're made in a whole variety
of colours, but the more picky customers can
select the shade they like and the shopkeepers
polish it in that hue, on the spot.

You can also buy bags, readymade garments,
perfumes, trinkets, household items and other
gift-worthy handicrafts. The products may be
slightly over-priced, though, so do bargain.
Insider’s tip: Rummage through the market to
get some great deals on the iconic blue pottery.
Turko-Persian in origin, the pottery is very
popular in Rajasthan and some shops in the
market are relatively under-famed gems, home
to great collections.
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JOHARIBAZAAR

One of the oldest markets in Jaipur, it is also most reflective of
the essence of the Pink City, with most of the shops painted in
pink. Johari Bazar literally means jewellers market — needless
to say this is a bauble bazaar like no other in the region,
and will more than take care of all your ornamental needs
and indulgences.

Lying on either side of a long road, while the shops sell
a variety of traditional jewellery in silver, gold as well as
artificial bases, we highly recommend kundan and polki. The
former is cut and polished glass or gemstones on pure gold
or other precious metals while the latter is uncut diamonds
on gold. Also look for minakari or enamel work jewellery:
it is breathtaking. The price for everything ranges between
exorbitant digits to relatively pocket-friendly numbers, so
choose wisely. It’s always better to look around a few shops
before zeroing in on anything.

Johari Bazar is also a good place to do Indian trousseau
shopping — bridal lehangas (another variant of the
traditional Indian long skirts), saris, cloth pieces and more.
Insider’s tip: The stretch is also lined with many local
restaurants and dessert shops, famous for their delcious,
albeit oil-drenched and calorie-laden, offerings, however,
what’s a holiday without some cheat days, so refuel yourself
with a hearty meal for more retail therapy ahead.

SIREH DEORI BAZAAR

From window shopping to actually picking up a host of
traditional Rajasthani knick-knacks, you can easily spend
the entire day in this market. Meander through the labyrinth
of stalls and shops to lay your hands on some of the best
Jaipur quilts, different kinds of puppets and unique wall
hangings, among the usual art and craft products. The
bustling marketplace, right in the heart of Jaipur, oozes
with creativity, also making for a great place to buy gifts
or souvenirs.

Insider’s tip: The famous Hawa Mahal is just across the
road, so chalk your itinerary in a way that you can visit the
palace too when in the area. Trying doing it before the
shopping though, to avoid misplacing any bags or having to
lug the market loot around.

KISHANPOLE BAZAAR

This market is known for its collection
of the famous Jaipur tie-and-dye
prints of bandhini and leheriya as
well as bhandej textiles. From saris,
scarves to traditional ghagra, cholis
(blouses), and even pants, shirts, and
tops — there is a deluge of colours,
shades and prints, for men as well as
women. You can also buy unstitched
fabrics and get them custom-dyed in
your choice of colour and pattern.
The market also has some great
wooden furniture and souvenirs
boasting incredibly complex
workmanship and great quality.
Most of the stock — from jewellery
boxes and decorative items to tables,
chairs, sofas, cabinets and more — is
exported to other countries, but is
available for the visitors to buy from
the shops too
Insider’s tip: In Rangwalon ki Gali, you
can watch the bandhini craftsmen at
work — stirring big, steaming pots
of colour, dyeing fabrics in many
beautiful hues and the like.

Famous for marble manufacturing, Jaipur
also abounds in stunning souvenirs and
other artworks made of the pristine
white stone. And Chandpole bazaar
is your one-stop spot for all kinds of
unique masterpieces. From perforated
camels and elephants, palace miniatures,
colourful pots, tiles and plates, to carved
table tops, kitchen and bathroom ware
and even statues and fountains — you
will find everything marble-y here, and
in a variety of colours and designs. Some
shops even house the workshops inside,
so you might be able to catch the artists
live in action, painstakingly chiselling slabs
of marble away.

Having had your fill of the white objet

d’arts, you can even look around for other
traditional handicrafts — carpets, turbans,
showpieces and other quintessential
Rajasthani memorabillia.
Insider’s tip: When in the vicinity, also
drop by Khazanewalon Ka Rasta, a bylane
in the market especially known for stone-
cut sculptures or moortis. Silwaton Ka
Mohalla is another part of the marble
bazaar that is worth visiting for more
artistic products. ®

[ | missed a step, forgot to shimmy,
bumped into my fellow dancers and at
the end, simply came to a halt. My partner
Ibrahim let out a hearty laugh, continuing
to tap his feet to the ever-increasing
tempo. “Don’t stop; keep moving, just
go with the flow, and don’t forget to
shimmy!” encouraged the musician on
the kemence (a local stringed instrument
of Turkey’s Black Sea region), as he
stomped the beats with his foot. | gave
it another try and after a few bumps
and stepping on my neighbour’s foot a
couple of times, | found a pattern to the
movements. “I finally learnt the horon (a
folk dance of the region),” | exclaimed
with pride. Ibrahim butted in, drawing
a full stop to my self-praises, “You still
have to learn how to shimmy. That is
the most important element in this form
of dance,” he added nonchalantly, as
we walked out into the sunny streets
of Trabzon, one of Turkey's most
picturesque cities.
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The best way to experience a
new country or a city, | believe, is by
interacting with its people, tasting
the local cuisine, learning about the
indigenous art forms and moving around
like a local, sans the Internet. | could not
have asked for a better way to begin
my adventures in Trabzon than trying
to dance the fast-paced horon, “Did you
know the movements are said to have
been derived from the shimmying of the
anchovies, a speciality of the region?”
said Ilbrahim in a matter-of-fact voice
as he savoured a forkful of the delicacy
(called hamsi in Turkish), “In fact,
Turkish people have no trouble finding
an excuse to dance,” he chuckled.

With one foot in the past and the
other in the present, Trabzon is called
the hub of the Black Sea region. For
centuries, the city, located on the
historic Silk Road, has been a melting
pot of languages and cultures. If loca
lore is to be believed, the famous Italian
explorer Marco Polo visited the city in
the 14th century.

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My first stop was the Hagia Sophia,
a restored 13th-century Byzantine
church, “It is considered to be one
of the jewels of the city,” pointed out
Ibrahim, who also tripled as my host
and guide. Built between 1238 and 1263
AD, the structure is located close to the
city’s centre. Look closely and you will
be able to identify Georgian and Seljuk
design influences. It was interesting to
discover that both the wall paintings
that adorned the edifice and the mosaic
patterns on the floors, followed the
Constantinople style of the time. “It
was converted to a mosque after the
Ottoman conqguest in 1461, It is now the
Ayasofya Mosque,” | was told.

One of the best places near the city
that offers a glimpse of the country’s
lush greenery is the Uzungdl Nature
Park. It was declared a national park
in 1989, read an information board at
the site. And | could see why: the park
boasts rich flora such as Eastern spruce,
oak, mountain elm and silver birch trees,
and stunning wildlife, which includes
roe deer, marten, lynx, fox and several
species of reptiles.
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The morning we set off for the Sumela
Monastery, a 45 km drive (approx)
from Trabzon, | had a kahvalti (Turkish
for  breakfast) spread comprising
cucumbers, tomatoes, briny olives, eggs
several types of cheese, and a generous
helping of fresh bread, "This is what
a traditional Turkish breakfast spread
looks like. Dig in. Afiyet olsun (have a
nice meal)!” Ibrahim beamed, taking a sip
of piping hot cay (tea), “When in Rome,
do as the Romans do,” I reminded myself
and followed suit.

The sight of the Sumela Monastery,
perched in a gravity-defying position on
the face of a cliff 270 m above a deep
gorge, was breathtaking. From the
valley floor, where | was standing, the
monastery appeared to float between
the earth and sky. The stunning building
is located in Altindere National Park, set
amidst the fascinating geomorphologic
formations of the Altindere Valley.
According to a legend, one day, the
Blessed Virgin Mary appeared in a vision
to two Athenian monks and asked them
to build a monastery in an isolated
valley. “The exact year of construction is
unknown but this monastery is one of the
oldest in the world,” added lbrahim.
